3 All propellers and batteries of electric rc aircraft are to be removed!! No power up 
demos on electrics. Batteries shall not be connected to electric models at any time. 
 

4 No propellers or batteries are to be in/on RC aircraft while on static display. 
 

5 Batteries shall not be connected to chargers or discharger at any time. 
 

6 No Models will be operated at this display site. 
 

7 A suitable fire extinguisher must be present and small first aid kit must be available.

8 In case of emergency or evacuation follow the instructions of the site operator 

 
9 There are no other risk mitigating strategies required at this site.
