(2 Norval .061 motors) Based on a silver prototype version built at De Havilland airport in Toronto, Ontario, Canada.  Unfortunately there was not enough “up” in her lines to complete her 10 laps on her first flight, and the wind blew her model into the grass hard enough to stop the motors.  The model was still flyable after some minor adjustments.  A miscommunication between the start/launch crew (Len & Allan) and the pilot (Naomi) resulted in the Mosquito being launched while the lines were still slack, the model headed in towards the centre of the circle and Naomi was unable to recover quickly enough to stop it from crashing hard and breaking into 3 pieces.  (The model pieces were salvaged, and Len was able to glue it back together at a later date.  It will live to attempt another flight.)
